Rules & Regulations for Rental Properties

Attached to and made a part of the lease in accordance with Paragraph 27 of the Lease.

1. No painting, interior or exterior, shall be undertaken by any tenant without specific written permission from the Agent.

2. No fireplace shall be used without specific permission from the Agent.  If fireplaces are used, it shall be the responsibility of the tenant to have the flue checked and cleaned annually, and to have the flue cleaned upon termination of the Lease.

3. A lockout fee of $25.00 will be charged to the Lessee(s) for opening any dwelling before 8:30 am or after 5:00 pm, or from 5:00 pm Friday until 8:00 am Monday, or on any holiday.  This fee must be paid at the time Tenant is assisted.

4. No animals may be kept in any dwelling without the specific written permission of the Agent and the payment of a Pet Deposit.

5. Rent shall be paid with one check, in the full amount of the rent.  If check is returned by your bank, replacement and fees shall be paid by money order or cashier’s check.

6. Lessee(s) shall be responsible for the semi-annual changing of any furnace and/or air conditioning filters.  Any damage caused to the HVAC systems due to lack of filter changes shall be charged to the Tenant.

7. Lessee(s) shall be responsible for maintaining smoke detectors in good working order. Broken detectors must be reported to Agent immediately.  At no time may the detector be disabled.

8. Lessee(s) shall pay heating and electrical accounts in a timely manner. Disruption of service shall constitute a violation of the Lease, and Tenant shall be subject to immediate termination of the Lease. Any damage caused by interruption in service shall be paid for by the Tenant.

9. Premises are to be used in a quiet and peaceful manner at all times.

10. No signs shall be placed on the property at any time.

11. All window treatments shall be of a conventional nature; sheets, blankets or other non-conventional coverings are not permitted.  Draperies and/or curtains must show white or off-white color to the outside of the building.  Where blinds, shutters or other window treatments have been provided by the Landlord, they may not be altered or removed without written permission of the Agent.

12. Finished wood floors are to be cleaned with “Bono” floor cleaning solution or a mild solution of vinegar and water.  The use of any other cleaner, wax, coated dust mops, etc. will damage the finish and the cost of refinishing the floors will be charged to the Tenant.

13. Lessee(s) shall be responsible for cleaning all carpeting as needed; all carpet must be professionally cleaned upon termination of the Lease.

14. No tape or other adhesive shall be used to affix anything to walls, woodwork or glass.  Proper picture hangers shall be used, and all holes shall be patched and painted by the Lessee(s) upon termination of the Lease.

15. Except in the case of a condominium rental, Lessee(s) shall sweep walks and keep them free of weeds, snow or other debris. Grass shall be cut regularly, and weeds removed from planting areas. Common areas shall be kept clean and free of trash or other obstructions at all times.  Where two or more dwellings share common areas, both shall be responsible.

16. Barbecue grills and other cookers may not be used within 10’ of any part of the dwelling.

17. Furniture traditionally designed for indoor use may not be placed anywhere outside of the dwelling.

18. Lessee(s) shall replace all burned out light bulbs with the equivalent of the bulb that was in place at the time of the signing of the Lease (i.e. floods, halogen, incandescent, etc.).

19. Flame heat sources (kerosene, propane, etc.) are strictly forbidden.

20. Landlord or his/her agent reserves the right to enter all areas of the premises on 24-hour notice to perform routine inspections of all systems and to make necessary repairs.
